Applicants that have completed Grade 12 should be in
possession of a National Senior Certificate where thy obtained at least 60% for Mathematics (not Mathematical Literacy) and a 60%
average for their final examinations.

STUDY INFORMATION: The applicant should have already applied to a South African university of their own choice and should be in
possession of a University Acceptance letter or provisional acceptance letter.

AGE: The applicants should be between the ages of 16 and 25 years of age.

BURSARY CONDITIONS

1. The bursary is a fulltime study bursary, renewable on condition that the applicant maintains a 60% average for all subjects in their
final examinations. The applicant may not hold any other bursary or be under obligation to the provider of such bursary.

2. Thebursary holder will make himself/herself available for progress monitoring interviews for the duration of their bursary (quarterly

/annually).
